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Background

• In 2014 a group of school leaders in Solihull began working on a project 
with an emphasis on employability skills and transition – this became 
known as ‘Life Ready’

• The Careers & Enterprise Company was established in 2015 to help link 
schools and colleges to employers, in order to increase employer 
engagement for young people 

• In December 2017, the DfE released its career guidance strategy in which 

it announced plans for research into what works in ‘Primary’

• In 2019 the Careers & Enterprise Company published details of a ‘Primary 

Fund’ of £2m to scale existing programmes, develop new programmes 

and produce a primary toolkit.  The evaluation was published in July 

2021.

• In 2020 the Careers & Enterprise Company launched the ‘Primary 

Platform’ – which includes resources (search STEM)
