Childminders with a GOOD outcome
To further improve the quality of the early years provision, the provider should:
· extend children's knowledge and understanding even further when spontaneous learning opportunities arise during activities and r reflect further on the different rates at which children develop, so that all 
· activities are planned to meet the individual needs of the children taking part
· consider how partnerships with other providers can further enhance children's learning.
· review the implementation of the curriculum to enable all children to benefit from the different learning experiences 
· provide parents with enough information to enable them to continue their children's learning at home 
· give careful consideration to children's age and stage of development when planning group activities 
· review evaluation of own practice to identify ways to achieve consistency of support across the curriculum for the youngest children.
· develop plans for professional development to enhance practice to an even higher level 
· support less confident children during whole-group activities
· gain more knowledge of the different agencies that can be accessed for support and advice when children need additional help 
· give children time to fully engage with and benefit from their chosen activities.
· enhance opportunities for children to try out their own ideas and develop their creativity further
· extend communication and language strategies to challenge and extend children's thinking 
· tailor planning more precisely to incorporate children's next steps consistently into daily routines and activities, building on their abilities during play.
· review activities to better meet the learning needs especially for younger children, to increase their levels of participation.
· provide even more support to less-confident children to help them to fully engage in the high-quality activities, in particular during group activities 
· develop plans for professional development to enhance practice to an even higher level.
· consistently embed the setting's behaviour rules for all children to help them fully understand what is expected of them.
· continue to build on the already good teaching by giving children more time to think and respond to questions asked, to support their thinking and language skills even further.
· explore professional development opportunities to further strengthen knowledge and understanding in meeting children's individual needs 
· build on the experiences for children to develop their understanding of diversity, and their similarities and differences.
· develop effective hand hygiene practice for babies and young children to support their understanding of the importance of healthy routines
· support children's behaviour development by helping them to understand how to keep themselves safe during play 
· review transition periods in order to minimise the amount of time children spend waiting, to prevent them from becoming restless.
· provide children time to process questions fully before providing answers to further support their thinking and problem-solving skills
Childminders with REQUIRES IMPROVEMENT 
· maintain an accurate daily record of children's hours of attendance. 
· ensure materials and resources provided for children accurately reflect their stage of development to hold their interest and consistently support their learning 
· review mealtimes to provide an inviting environment, which supports children to interact socially with others and make choices about the food on offer to further develop their independence.
Childminders with an INADEQUATE outcome Jan 2024 – Dec 2025 
Actions
· improve your knowledge of risk and take steps to ensure your setting remains clean, safe and suitable for children at all times  
· ensure you maintain a daily record of children's hours of attendance.
· develop knowledge and skills to fully understand all aspects of the role and responsibilities required in order to provide good-quality early years provision.
· improve knowledge and understanding of safeguarding, with particular regard to dealing with allegations.
·  implement robust procedures in the event of any allegations against adults in the home,
·  keep a record of all required information about children, including their full name, date of birth, name and address of every parent and/or carer who is known to the childminder and information about who has parental responsibility for the child.
·  maintain a daily record of the names of the children being cared for on the premises and their hours of attendance.
·  implement consistent procedures to manage children's behaviour to help children understand what is expected of them.
· devise and implement an educational programme, which consistently motivates and engages children in fun and purposeful play. 
· use observations and assessments of children's learning to plan for what children need to learn next.
· ensure systems are in place to promote a two-way flow of information with parents and staff at other settings children attend, to help build on learning which takes place elsewhere.
